Water Sports

Whitewater Rafting

Mild or Wild! Get acquainted with our Colorado Rivers, unique in their combination of high-mountain scenery and whitewater excitement! These tours
range from class Il rapids for beginners to class V rapids for the most adventuresome. Your professional guide will discuss rafting safety procedures and
point out sites of interest during the excursion. These are scenic, yet adventure oriented tours.

Rates include roundtrip transportation, guide gratuities, helmets, wet suits and boots, life jackets, rain gear and bottled water. Full day trips include
lunch and half-day trips include a snack, unless otherwise noted.

Photography on the river provides an opportunity for your attendees to capture the important memories of their trip to Colorado. Speak to your
Conference and Destination Event Manager about the photography services that will work for your group.

Beginner Rafting Trips

Upper Colorado River - (May-October) - Class I-ll
The upper Colorado is a beautiful stretch of river located in the remote wilderness. This trip is a perfect opportunity for families with young children to
enjoy time together. Forty-five minutes from Vail. Roundtrip from Resort is six hours. Must be four years or older.



Intermediate Rafting Trips

Lower Eagle River - (May-June) - Class Il - lll
Wonderful scenery, exciting rapids and interesting folklore will entertain you as you float this stretch of water. During the early spring wildflowers and
wildlife are abundant on the riverbank. Thirty minutes from Vail. Roundtrip from Resort is five hours. Must be seven years or older.

Upper Eagle River — (May-June) - Class IlI-IV

The Eagle River near Vail offers some of the most intense and exciting early season rafting in Colorado. The water levels are not dam controlled and
fluctuate with the weather. This is a physically demanding trip and all participants must be in excellent health. Roundtrip from Resort is four hours.
Must be sixteen years or older.

Shoshone Rapids on the Colorado River - (May - October) — Class II- i

The Shoshone Rapids offers an intermediate level of whitewater rafting through the beautiful, scenic Glenwood Canyon. Forty minutes from Vail.
Roundtrip from Resort for full day trip is six and one half hours. Roundtrip from Resort for half-day trip is five and one half hours. Roundtrip for
afternoon Triple Thriller is five hours. Must be eight years old.

Brown’s Canyon on the Arkansas River - (July — August 15) - Class lI-lli

Brown’s Canyon offers one of the nation’s most popular intermediate whitewater experiences. This stretch of the Arkansas River is full of exciting pool-
drop rapids. The beautiful Sangre de Cristo Mountain Range and the Collegiate Peaks provide a dramatic backdrop. One and one-half hours from Vail.
Roundtrip from Resort is nine hours. Must be eight years or older.

Advanced Rafting Trips

Dowd Chute-Early Season (May-June) - Class IV
If you are a thrill seeker, this is the trip for you! This quarter mile stretch of river located in Dowd Junction is by far the most constricted part of the river
as waves bombard you from every direction. Five minutes from Vail. Roundtrip from Resort is four and one half hours. Must be sixteen years old.



Numbers - Arkansas River - (July-August 15) - Class IlI-1V
Teamwork is the name of the game on this action packed stretch of water. Guests are surrounded by Colorado Fourteeners as they battle the rapids
down the river. One hour from Vail. Roundtrip from Resort is six hours. Must be sixteen years or older.

Expert Rafting Trips

Granite/Pine Creek/Numbers - Arkansas River (July-August 15) - Class IV-V

This section of river is perfect for the individual looking to make the jump from Class IV to V. Granite Gorge is a wonderful warm up filled with technical
Class lll = IV maneuvers which prepare you for the infamous Pine Creek Hole. Once we pass Pine Creek you will be entertained with some of the best
Class IV paddling in the state. Must be in excellent physical shape for this trip. One and one-half hours from Vail. Roundtrip from Resort is nine hours.
Must be sixteen years or older.

Gore Canyon-Colorado River - (August — End Of Season) — Class IV - V

As one approaches this ominous canyon, the butterflies in your stomach tend to become more noticeable and the tone of the trip becomes more
serious. Just above the canyon you will be asked to perform a series of tests, which involve prior Class Ill and IV paddling experience. You will be
expected to swim under the raft and climb in to the raft unassisted. Then, you will learn a series of safety skills from the bank of the River. Once
accomplished you will face Gore Canyon. This trip is for experts only who are in excellent physical condition. One and one-half hours from Vail.
Roundtrip from Resort is nine hours. Must be eighteen years or older.



Additional Event Opportunities on the River

Capture the Flag Team Building Event

Rafting is a terrific sport and a lot of fun for anyone who participates. Now, imagine you are on a rafting trip and the next thing you know you are in a
head to head competition with other boats to capture as many flags as possible while paddling down the river! Capture the flag is a great team-building
event, which takes place on Class Il - Ill water. Speak to your Conference and Destination Event Manager for specific information regarding the trip,
based on the season.

Sit-on-top Whitewater Kayak Trip

Have you always wanted to learn how to Kayak but never had the time or opportunity? This half-day trip allows you to experience kayaking
without all of the extra time and classes required because on this trip each participant will paddle their own sit-on-top kayak through class | and Il
whitewater rapids. Roundtrip from Resort is five hours.

Rate includes transportation, all necessary gear, guide gratuity, water and snack. 3-person minimum. 12-person maximum.



Fly-Fishing

Introduction to Fly-Fishing

Minutes from Vail sit the bountiful waters of the Eagle River. After a short casting clinic from your guide, you will be standing in a cool trout stream
with over 1700 native, wild trout per mile. With a guide at your side you will learn the basics of fly-fishing in beautiful surroundings and have an
opportunity to catch a few trout. Roundtrip from Resort is four hours. 2-person minimum.

Wade Fly-Fishing

Minutes from Vail sit the bountiful waters of the Eagle River. After a short casting clinic from your guide, you will be standing in a cool trout stream
with over 1700 native, wild trout per mile. With a guide at your side you will learn the basics of fly-fishing in beautiful surroundings and have an
opportunity to catch a few trout. Roundtrip from Resort is four hours. 2-person minimum.

Rate includes transportation, guide gratuities, snack, water, license, rods, waders, boots and terminal tackle. Lunch can be added at an additional
cost per person. Prices for one person are available.

Float Fly-Fishing

On this trip fishermen are offered a rare opportunity to drift through water that is seldom ever fished. You could find yourself floating down the
Colorado, Eagle or Roaring Fork Rivers while trying your luck at landing a Rocky Mountain Trout. Roundtrip from Resort is four hours. 2-person
minimum.

Rate includes transportation, guide gratuities, snack, water, license, rods, waders, boots and terminal tackle. Lunch can be added at an additional
cost per person. Prices for one person are available.



Bike Tours

Bike Tour at Camp Hale

Following the headwaters of the Eagle River peddle with ease on gravel trails through historic Camp Hale in the beautiful Rocky Mountains. Stop
and take pictures along the way of fields filled with wildflowers, views of the Continental Divide and Colorado’s highest peaks. Roundtrip from the
Resort is four hours.

Rate includes transportation, guide gratuities, front suspension mountain bike, helmet, snack and water.

Backcountry Mountain Biking

Peddle your way through the backcountry on a Mountain Bike. Our experienced guides are able to offer a diverse area of White River National
Forest which offers everything from easy scenic rides along the Colorado River to downhill cruises along forested dirt roads, to some of the most
difficult single track around. All tours offer great views and a backcountry feel. Each tour will be tailored to fit the needs of the participants.
Roundtrip from the Resort is five to six hours.

Hiking Tours

Back Country Nature Hike

This Nature Hike is lead by a naturalist through pristine mountain terrain in the Holy Cross and Eagle’s Nest Wilderness Areas. Enjoy spectacular
views of rushing streams, breathtaking waterfalls and rugged mountain peaks. Learn about our native wildflowers, mushrooms, plants and wildlife.
This trip is structured according to the abilities of the participants. Trip is 3 and one half hours. Two person minimum.

Rate includes transportation, guide gratuities, water bottles, day fanny packs, trekking poles, extra rain gear, water filters and Snack on the trail.
Lunch can be added for an additional price. Prices for one person are available.



Climbing and Bouldering

Rock Climbing

All of the adventure guides live in the heart of the Colorado Rockies, a renowned base for climbers and adventurers. All of the guides are
professionally trained with a focus on safety and have been climbing for more than a decade. They are well versed on rock, ice and alpine terrain.
Roundtrip from Resort is six hours. Two-person minimum.

Off Road Adventures

Jeep Tours

Experience a four-wheel guide driven tour, which takes you on an unforgettable backcountry adventure. These off road trails take you above 11,000
feet in elevation where you will revel in the breathtaking views of the New York Mountains and the majestic Sawatch and Gore Ranges. Enjoy
spectacular vistas of the Vail and Beaver Creek Mountains. Our knowledgeable guides will take you in a Jeep to Alpine Meadows where wildflowers are
plentiful, the views are spectacular and there is always a chance to see wildlife. Roundtrip from Resort is three to four hours. Must be 2 years or older.
Children who are 4 and under or who weigh ninety pounds or less must have a car seat provided by the parent.

Rate includes transportation, guide gratuities, water and snack. Lunch can be added for an additional cost.



Hummer Tours

Experience a sense of wilderness while traveling the countryside in the most impressive four-wheeled vehicle ever created. Beginning its’ career in
the military 20 years ago the Hummer is by far the world’s most versatile four-wheeled vehicle.

As a result of the Hummers versatility there are a variety of backcountry
trails, which you can take to experience the beautiful Rocky Mountains. Roundtrip from Resort is four hours. Must be two years or older. Children
who are 4 and under or who weigh ninety pounds or less must have a car seat provided by the parent.

All Terrain Vehicles

Climb aboard for a fun filled adventure on your own four-wheel drive ATV while exploring the National Historic Site of Camp Hale. Negotiate your
way through mountain streams and climb trails through alpine meadows filled with dazzling wildflowers. Experience the spectacular views of the
Eagle River and breathtaking views of Mount of the Holy Cross, the Gore Range, Ten Mile Range and the Continental Divide. Roundtrip from Resort
is four hours. Must be sixteen years to drive and five years or older to ride.

Paintball

On Horseback

Horseback Riding at Bearcat Stables

This horseback ride will take riders across the historic Bearden homestead. Enjoy the company of your knowledgeable guide who will share with
you the history of the land on which you ride. Catch glimpses of elk in Aspen Groves and wildflower covered meadows. A beautiful trustworthy
horse, selected to fit your riding ability, will navigate the trail. Located thirty minutes from Vail in Cordillera. Roundtrip from Resort is four to five
hours, depending on length of trip. Weight of each participant not to exceed 250 pounds.

Rate includes rain gear, if necessary and guide gratuities. Transportation is priced separately.

Horseback Riding at Lazy J Ranch

Owned by the Jouflas family for nearly ninety years, it’s a ranch as rich in history as its natural resources. As you leave the stables you have a clear
view across the Valley. Experienced wranglers will take you on an unforgettable tour of the Ranch. See Colorado as it used to be. Wind through
groves of Aspen trees and across mountain meadows where silence speaks louder than words. Located twenty minutes from Vail in Wolcott.
Roundtrip from Resort is four to five hours, depending on length of trip. Weight of each participant not to exceed 250 pounds. Two persons
minimum. Group may be mixed with public.

Rate includes transportation, rain gear, if necessary and guide gratuities.

Cattle Round Up at the Lazy J Ranch

Located 20 minutes West of Vail your opportunity awaits you to be a real city slicker. Giving you a taste of the old west, our Cattle Round up begins
with a demonstration from your wrangler. Then, we saddle up and head on out in search of fifty head of cattle. Finding them is the easy part; the
challenge comes with rounding them up and driving them back into the corrals. This trip allows you to experience the everyday cowboy routine
while immersing yourself in the beauty Colorado’s varied landscape offers. Roundtrip from Resort is five hours. Weight of each participant not to
exceed 250 pounds. Four person minimum. Twenty-five person maximum.

Rate includes transportation, rain gear, if necessary and guide gratuities. Lunch can be added for an additional cost.



Western Performance Ride at Triple G. Outfitters

This ride is catered to each group’s ability level and is spent in their spacious riding arena. Groups are kept small to provide the necessary attention
to each participant. The ride will incorporate rodeo and gymkhana games to enhance horsemanship and control. Cattle, barrels and cones are
used to improve the rider’s skills.

Rate includes lunch, rain gear, if necessary and guide gratuities. Transportation is priced separately.

Sporting Clays

Five Stand

This quick reflex game includes clay targets thrown from the Ranch’s automated five stand shooting facility. A combination of single and double
target presentations is thrown to challenge each shooter. Located twenty minutes from Vail. Roundtrip dependant on time spent at Ranch.

Ten Station Course

Participants walk through a championship sporting clay course and test their skills at shooting clay targets. Each station includes ten uniquely
presented targets. Located twenty minutes from Vail. Roundtrip dependant on time spent at Ranch.

Eagle Ranch enjoys a mountain setting with picturesque Brush Creek Valley as a perfect backdrop. The Golf Course is an Arnold Palmer Signature
Design. Five sets of tees ranging from 5,400 to 7,500 yards provide an enjoyable and challenging design for golfers of all skill levels. Located forty
minutes from the Resort. 17-person minimum for group rate.

Vail Golf Club

Offering unmatched views of the Gore Range, the Vail Golf Club is right at the heart of Vail. Because golf balls fly further at 8,200 feet, bunkers, cart
paths and water features are laid out with special care. Located ten minutes from the Resort. Guests can use the Resort’s public shuttle for small
groups of people. We suggest guests arrive in the Lobby forty-five minutes early to get to the course on time. Private transportation can be
arranged at an additional cost. 17-person minimum for group rate.

Box lunches from the Resort are not allowed on any course but can be arranged through your Conference and Destination Event Manager.
Shoe rentals are not available.

Combination Summer Activities

Horse Flies and Caddis Flies

What better way to spend a day than by combining two hours on horseback and two hours of fishing at the Lazy J Ranch with experienced wranglers
and fishing guides who will tell you all about their magnificent spot in the Vail Valley. Located twenty minutes from Vail. Roundtrip from Resort is five
to six hours

Rate includes transportation, rain gear, if necessary, lunch, and all necessary fishing gear and guide gratuities. Fishing licenses can be purchased
separately at the Ranch.



Saddles and Paddles

This trip is designed for those individuals seeking a full day of adventure. Guests choose from between a two-hour ride, a half-day ride or cattle round
up. After the ride, guests enjoy a relaxing lunch on the porch of the Nelson Cabin located at the 4Eagle Ranch. The raft portion of the experience takes
place on the lower Eagle River in the early part of the summer and on Shoshone Rapids the latter part of the summer — both Class Il rapids. The Ranch
is located twenty-five minutes from Vail. Roundtrip from Resort is dependent on trip chosen. Muster be six or older for horseback riding and
twelve or older for cattle round up.

Rate includes lunch, guide gratuities and all necessary gear. Transportation will be coordinated and charged separately unless group is larger than
6 people, then included.
